Look Out! This is where this role can be misconstrued
by parents. The illusion is that the goal is to train them
to become under this system. And, this illusion can be
fortified as long as the children conform to such a method.
But, God never intended this authority-accountability
relationship to produce change. In fact, the law was designed
to do just the opposite…the standard was to establish the
reality that it cannot lived up to. The law was not meant
to bring about righteous behavior, rather to establish the
reality of sinful behavior (Rom. 3:19,20; 8:3-11; Gal. 2:16-
21; 3:24, 25). It was not to be the solution, but only identify
the problem. The law was designed to control behavior,
and never designed to change behavior. And if we use it as
such, we train children no differently than we train a dog.

If we have been
discipled by the law from our parents, it will be true, we
can’t pass on what we do not possess.
